In Institutions and
in private homes where a poultice is required in
a very few minutes, these appear to be exactly
what” is wanted. The makers arc to be con-
gratulated upon the results. The linsecd meal
contains also an antiseptic which enhances the
value of the poultices. The same firm manu-
facture a ready-made Mustard Poultice, for which:
it is claimed it will not blister the skin, however
tender it may be. They may be divided as the
former, and only require warm water being
poured upon them to be immediately ready for
use. These also retail at sixpence and one shilling
and sixpence. We find that the mustard used is
of unusually good quality, and that a trial of
them fully maintains all that has been claimed
for them by the makers.
