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topass | If the girls had any fault, it was that,
like many young workers, they were dazzled by
the fire of their own energy. The last I heard of
them was that they made a speciality of putting
coals on the fire with the noiselessness of Venetian
Familiars, that they pined for cases, and that all
their relatives were hopelessly healthy. May the
time be far distant in which they will be called
upon to test their powers in their own homes!
When it does come—as it doubtlessly will—
they will realise the value of their simple, but
systematic, training in the elementary duties of
nursing.

: There may be many cases in which the pre-
sence of a professional Nurse may be far more
desirable in a sick-room than that of the
daughter of the house ; but even if the latter be
ouly admitted on “relief duty” in a purely
subordinate character, her definite ideas on the
duties of a Nurse will be of value to her, and
the Nurse will probably have less doubts about
leaving her patient, when she herself needs rest
or exercise, if the patient is left in the care of one
who, at all events, has been sufficiently trained to
be trusted to desist from hazardous manceuvres
on her own account, and who is able to appreciate
the value of obeying instructions.
