does for the mind and character, namely : the learning to
think, to deduce, the quick perception—the natural results of
our years of application to study. Then again, the education
of society, the study of character in men and women, and the
practical application of such study as shown in tact, in in-
fluence, and in playing upon the strength or weakness, the

wisdom or folly, of those we deal with so as to bring about.
