both theoretical and practical which have fornlecl the 
tllrcc years’ instruction. 

ACI Probationcrs shall take their part for the first 
sis months i n  thc cleaning of vessels used for the  sick, 
:~nd i n  keeping  clean and tidy thc offices beIongil1g to 
the wards, and i n  such manunl work in the \vards as 
sh;tll he requircd from them. 

’ I h y  w i l l  receive instruction from the ward Sisters 
and charge  Nurses, i n  their various duties, and must 
attend the coursc of lcctures and the class given by 
the Sister on the lectures. 

Probationers are not allowed to attend the junior 
and senior course of lecturcs i n  the same year. 

Whilc working in the I-iospital they w i l l  be entirely 
under  the  authority of the  Sister  Superior and of any 
Sister whonl she Inay place  over them in their work ; 
and in cases of unfitness or wilful disobedience  they 
wi l l  be subject to dismissal. 

For the first six months  Probationers provide their 
own uniform, which must be the sanle as  that i n  use i n  
the Hospital ; at  the  end of that  time, if competent, 
they  become assistant  Nurses,  and  an  indoor uniform 
will  be given to tllenz. They  must  also  wear 
quiet boots, without trimming, in the wards, and  must 
brush their hair back, and not w a r  it hanging over 
their foreheads. 

Evcrything wi l l  bc providccl for l-’robationers i n  thc 
way of board anti  also medical attendance. 

Probationers  must not  rcccivc gratuitics from 
patients i n  thc  Hospital unclcr any  circumstances 
whatever. l’rolmtioners come  for a month on trial, 
and do not pay their fees until the cnd of that time. 
Thcir acceptance  depends upon their capabilities. I f  
they are not accepted,  they pay 10s. a week for their 
I~oard during  their  month of trial. 

No  Probationcrs are received who have had any 
previous training, unless  they  consent to conmence 
from the beginning. 
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
