Probationer.—One cannot help-sympathising
with the natural oljection  ycu feel to ' wearing other
people’s ‘clothes P—that is to- say, adopting a uniform that
has been worn by a Nurse predecessor. Bat it is the rule
in some Infirmaries that Nurses shall wear the uniforms
which have been used before—sometimes only for a month,
it is true. 'We must confess that it is not a pleasant idea,
but the feeling of disgust is somewhat mitigated by the fact
that the.clothes have been thoroughly washed. Toaska
Nurse to wear a non-washable uniform that had been’ pre-

viously worn would, of course, be out of the question. At

the same time, we do not approve of clothing being handed
down from one generation of Nurses to another, and think
the solution of the difficulty is.much better met by arranging
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that the Nurses who have been provided with uniform and
leave almost immediately, shall contribute something to the
cost of the materials and shall thus become the owners.
