for the most part Iiy its ahsenre when one &its the inor. 
iunries. The mortuaries at King’s College I Iospital, (;rent 
Ormond Street Children’s IIospital, I+Ahhcim, niid the 
little chapel attached to St. Alhan’s, Iiolborn, are well 
worth a visit. 

M s s  Sfacy, London.-The problem ns to how the middle 
classes are to be nursed efficiently for a fee which it is within 
their power to pay, is n question which demands thc enrnest 
attention of experts in nursing matters. It has been said 
that in America it is only millionaires and paupers who can 
command skilled nursing when they are ill, and in England, 
if things are not quite so bad as this, still, the middle classes 
are undoubtedly in a much worse position with regard to 
obtaining trained nurses in sickness, than are the alasses below 
them. 

Staf Nurse, Loitiloiz.--A training in infectious work is 
always valuable, more especially if you intend to take up 
private nursing, but it should always follow, not precede a 
general training. We I)elieve that in sonie of the hospitals 
of the Metropolitan Asylums Board, only those who hold a 
three years’ certificate are eligible for the posts of charge 
nurses. This is distinctly a step in the right direction.
