We are afraid this fact will ,be 
against you in applying for any post,. as nearly every 
hospital of repute insists upon the three years' slanderd 
as the shortest period  in  which  an  efficient traiiing can 
be  received.  We  should advise you to oljtain another 
year's experience in a good hospital.
