Staff Nurse, Edinburgh—A hypodermic needle is pre-
pared for use by boﬂmg it in a I per cent. soda- solution.

After being so prepared it should not be touched except

with a piece of sterilized gauze, with which it may be held
while attaching it to the syringe.. Both the needle and the
solution injected must be absolutely sterile if the injéction
is to be devoid of danger to the patient. The plan of
passing the needle through an alcohol flame is sometimes

"advocated, but the drawback of this method of sterilization

is that the point of the needle is somewhat blunted, and
consequently the patient suffers more pain from its inseition.
