
be boarded  out. Mrs. Bnlleu. wrote  guaranteeing 
5s. per week. No one in  the locality knew that 
the  mother  had  had  the child, and‘they  wished  to 
still  keep  the  matter concealed. That seemed to 
her sufficient reason  for the  payments going through 
her  to Mrs. Wooton (the foster  mother). When 
the child was  brought to her  later  by Mrs. Wooto11, 
she told her  it  had  sores. She did not consider it 
her  duty  to look at  them because Mrs. Wooton 
told her  it had been under a doctor. Where  the 
woman  made a mistake  was  in taking the child to 
a chemist,  and  then describing the chemist as a 
doctor. People in that neighbourhood frequently 
called chemists (( doctors.” 

THE VERDICT. 
After further evidence  had  been  given, the  jury 

returned a verdict of death from natural causes, 
and  added a rider  to  the effect that Mrs. Wooton 
was to blame for not  calling in a medical Inan 
earlier,  and  Sister  Katherine for not  carrying out 
her  responsibility. 

The coroner, addressing  Sister ICatherine, said 
he had to censure  her  for  taking  this child from 
her  natural  guardians,  and concealing, or not 
revealing, the  address of the foster  mother. It 
was all very well for  people  to  wish to hush  up 
certain matters,  but  ili  her own interests  she 

,should  have protected  herself. When  the child 
was  brought to her she should  have paid 
more  attention  to  her ; and by her own 
statement  it  was clear that  she  knew  that  at 
Plaistow  people called chemists ‘( doctors,” and 
consulted them  as  such, which was quite illegal. 
Mrs. Wooton, he  said,  was also to blame, because 
she  had  the child treated by an unqualified man. 
I-Ie hoped this  sort of thing would not occur again. 

We do not doubt  that  Sister Katherine’s  in- 
tentions  were of the  kindest,  but  with  the facts as 
elicited in  the evidence  before us, we do not think 
any  other verdict was .possible.

A ’  YOUNG woman nawed  Catherine Gillespic was 
recently  charged at  Handsworth Police Court, 
Birn~ingha!n, with  obtaining food and lodgings by 
false  pretences, aud  stealing  an  lmbrella.  She 
was discharged in collseyuence of the evidence 

being insufficient, but later in the clay was  re- 
arrested by the Birmingham  City Police on a 
warrant charging her  with  stcaling a skirt,  undcr- 
dress,  and  other  articles valued at  seventcen 
guineas, from William I-Iardwicl;, 37, Grcat 
Western Arcadc, and  thrcc ladies’ custumes, 1m1- 
perty of T. and G. Williams, G;$, Corporatiou 
Street.  When  arrested  thc accused \vas wcarillg 
a uniform of thc colour usual in tllc 13inningl 1 la111 
hospitals, when she called at Messrs. Willian~s, 
a brown  unifornl,  and wllen she callccl at Mr. 
Ilardwick’s  the uniform of St. Thomas’  Hospital. 
The police consider thc  arrest a must important 
one, as  they believe that in other towns the 
accused has induced  tradesmen to send her goods 
on approval  by the fact that  she  was  wearing  the 
uniform of a trained  nurse.  The  prisoner who 
was brought up at the City Police Court  before 
Alderman  Johnson ancl Mr. G. B. Lloyd was 
remanded.
