An admirable suggestion was recently made  in 
the columns of the Daily ChronicLe by  the  Lady 
Superintendent of the National  Training  School 
of Cookery, that; cooks, trained  in the pre- 
paration of invalid dietary, should be sent to1 
the  seat, of war 101 undertake the coolung in the 
hospital. There is, not doub’t that .  suitable  diet 
plays important part in, the treatment of the sick 
and wounded, and materially aids speedy recobvery. 

This being so, however, is a proof of the opinion 
we have always held and asserted that pra,ctical 
invalid cookery should be included i.n the  three 
years’ curriculum of trained nurses. As it is at 
present exceptional foT nu,rses to receive instruc- 
tion i,n sick coollrery, the suggestion that cook 
experienced in  this art should be sent  out 
to South Africa is a valuable one, but for future 
organizition it is desirable that qualified nurses 
should be  able  to  act as Superint~endents of the 

, domestic  departments, of our field hospitals, and, 
if necessary, t o  prepare the food for the invalids 
with their own hands. 

Sad as it is to1  olwnb the  national sympathies. of 
most Eurolpean countries are with the Boers; 
and the crushing ‘of the  Dutch Republics, by a 
great monarchical power, is the reason advanced 
for this sympathy. Be this as. i t  may, the 
elaborate festival on Monday, held in1 Berlin in 
aid of the  Red Cross funds, was made  the 
occasion ,of a striking manifestation of sympathy 
with the Boers.  News of similar demonstrations 
c m e s  from Russia. At a similar function at  St. 
Petersburg the entire audience  ‘rose  to  their feet, 
while the Transvaal  anthem was played thrice  in 
succession. . .  

The German steamer Kfinig has arrived safely 
at Lorenco Marques, bringing a large contingent 
of the German and  Dutch, Red CI*OSS societies, 
and members of wbich are now, na  doubt, safely 
at  Pretoria. The arrival o€ the Dutch  nurses 
should be a great relief to! those  having  dear ones 
held  captive at  the Transvaal capital, as they are 
thoroughly efficient  women, and mill,  no doubt, 
gladly take  care of sick prisoners, of whom. there 
are  sure to  be many before the? day of release 
is at hand. 

The ambulance detachment of the Russian Red 
Cross Society, which has b e n  equipped for Service 
with the Bo,er forces, left St. Petersbuldg on.Sunda,y 
evening for  the seat of war. The detachment will 
proceed direct to  the front on its arrival in South 
Africa.
