A~rviozts Moth*.-A healthy infant may have R bath 
every  day from the day of its birth, and, in our opinion, is 
much the  better for it. Its face should be mashed with a 
soft sponge, and each eye bathed separately, away from the 
other. Then, lying on the lap of the nurse, the child should 
be cleansed all over with a well soaped flannel-once 
soaping should suffice-and then placed in the bath, the 
temperature of which should be tested by a thermometer. 
The child’s head should always be supported by the nurse’s 
hand. It is then received bp  the nurse into a  warm  bath 
towel and carefully dried, special attention being paid to 
creases, such as occur in the neck, under  the arms, and in 
the groins, which must be well powdered after being dried 
or excoriation may  occur.
