Certificated Nurse.—There is no doubt that nurses, as a
profession, are unpopular with the public at the present
time, and in time of sicknzss are too often regarded asa
necessary evil. It is quite certain, however, that in many
Instances their services are very highly valued, and are
asked for again, The dislike of nurses is, we believe, due
to the fact that there is no standard of nursing education
at the present time, and no legal register which the public
can consult, and from whichthey can ascertain what training
a nurse has received, consequently many untrained or
partially trained women represent themselves as trained,
undertake the nursing of private cases, and bring discredit
upon a profession to which they do not belong.
