In France and in America, where there is no ques- 
tion of gentlewomen and gentry, the great test is 

‘mental capacity. 
Nursing is a profession; it is educational, conse- 

quently it wants, if not “ intellectual,” educated,

T E E  CHILD COURTS BILL. 

To the Editor of the “British Journal of Nurding.” 
I DEAR MAuanr,-May 1 call attention t o  a serious 
defect in Sir Howard Vincent’s Child Courts Bill with 
regard to Clause 1, which runs RS folloas :- 

I “Where a child is brought .before a court of sum- 
mary jurisdiction, either charged with an offence, or 
in connection with an application for an order or 
licence relating to the child, the court, if it thinks fit, 
.may order that no person shall, without the leave of 
.the court., during the hearing of the charge or applica- . tion, remain in or have access to the room or place in 
which it is to  be, or is being, heard, except the parties 
to the case, the counsel or solicitors (if any) engaged 
in the case, the witnesses, and the parent or guardian 
of the child.” 
It will be seen that this clause, if passed as it stands, 
would result in tlie exclusion not only of the un- 
desirable element usually found in a police court, but 
also of the representative8 of the Press, whose pre- 
sence is the only safeguard against the passing of 
cruel and excessive sentences. 

Tf miscarriages of justice are to be avoided, publicity 
: is absolutely essential. With the other provisionp of 
the Bill we cordially agree.
