There is no doubt that 
from time to time cases of 
hardship o c c u  in drafting 
sick people from the receiv- 
ing-rooms of our large hos- 
pitals to the Poor Law In- 
firmaries without treatment. 
During the past year nearly 
every large London hospital 
has heell adversely criticised 
by Boards of Guardians for 
“un-Christian and inhuman ” 

actions in this respect. The cases allttded to 
may not be suitable for admission to the volun- 
tary general hospitals, but, all the same, we 
consider that, by sonie arrangement, suffering, 
and i n  some instances death, might be arerted 
by temporary relief. Attached to each hospital 
there should be a Temporary Relief Ward, 
where poor, old, or serious chronic cases might 
be admitted for warnith, comfort, and care 
until such time as they could be carefully re- 
inoved to a place ready for their reception 
without being drafted about the City, sometimes 
long distances, in crude conveyances, and thus 
running the risk of suffering and injury which 
a little real charity coulcl easily prevent. The 
constant criticism to which the hospitals lay them- 
selves open, on the “tahrowing ont ” of “chronics” 
and very poor, sick people, inspires clistiust in 
their manag.ement and closes purse clasps with 
a snap. 

CTenerations of nurses working at St. Rartho- 
lomew’s Bospital have clone so cheerfdly in 
spite of the very poor “ Home ” accoiimodation. 
“ Oh ! that’s nothing-think of the prestige, 
Rihere, and all that--one can’t have every- 
thing,” as one nurse with ideals once remrtrked 
in  our hearing. It is quite the right sort of 
wonian, who, when suffering personal discoin- 
fort can hark back SO0 years, and suffer cheer- 
fully, because in doing so she brings herself 
into touch with the great founder of the hos- 
pital she serves, ancl rejoices in liis reflected 
glory, Just nom some fine airy r o o m ,  close 
at  hand in  the residential quarters of Christ’s 
Eospital, are being comfortably furnished for 
Bart’s nurses.
