.Queens’ nurses. The weather on the whole was 
considerate, for the rain did not commence until 
Thursday afternoon. Everyone seemed to enjoy the 
proceedings, and all arrangements worked without t~ 
hitch, so that altogether the Church Congress of 
1906 may be numbered amongst the successful, 
enterprises undertaken by the town-young, but 
energetic and growing-of Barrow-in-Furness.”
