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+ of her work, or perform them with benefit to
herself or her patient, we have made a good
. stride towards obtaining that degree of uni-
formity which is so greatly desired for our
‘schools.”’ .
‘“All  things considered,” says Miss
- Nutting, *‘ there seems to be little reason
to doubt that the establishment of preparatory
courses of instruction within the hospital, but
outside of the wards, does mean an increase
of éxpense, varying with the work of different
institutions and the manner in which ' thab
work is carried on. The idea that it shall cost
: anybody anythihg o give nurses a proper edu-
.cation has been for so many years unthink-

able that we cannot wonder if it stands for
some fime in the way of befter development
of training. school work. It is not so many
years since in most hospitals fhe entire teach-
ing of all classes, as well ag the really great
executive work of such Iinstitutions, was
placed upon the shoulders of one woman.

. . As to paying for lectures when they
were to be had for mnothing—perish the
thought. So I think we need not shiver on
the brink unduly, but make' the plunge, and
say, Yes, the education of nurses, if it is
properly done, does cost, and it should. All
good - education snywhere costs, and it is a
bad day for our schools, for our nurses, for
physicians, and sick people everywhere, when
the first question is always ‘ How liftle can
we do it for?’ rather than ‘How well can
we do it?”

It is Miss Nutting’s hope that groups of
affiliating schools may be able to esbablish
central preparatory schools of their own, ul-
timately in every State.. ‘* By that date,”’
she says, ** we shall have ceased to call them
preparatory schools, and shall call them what
they will be—schools or colleges of nursing,
where the fundamental sciences are taught

practically and theoretically, where the theory -

~and principles of nursing are taught, where
practical fraining and experience in nursing
in all its branches may be supplied to the

pupils through those hospitals, one or many,
which. are now struggling with such inadequate

" means to carry on the educational work of
* training schools.”
