Besolutions. 
To consider the following Resolutions : - 

I. . 
“That this meeting has learnt with deep satis- 

faction that the Nurses’ Registration Bill has 
passed the second reading in the House of Lords, 
and begs t o  give its earnest support to  the im- 
portant principles embodied in the Bill. 

“This meeting is of opinion that the following 
provisions are indispensable to  the efficient 
osganisation of trained nursing by the State. (1) 
That a central governing body should be estab- 
lished upon which trained nurses have direct and 
adequate representation, and through which they 
may maintain high moral standards, and profes- 
sional efficiency. (2) That, before registration, 
trained nurses shopld be examined and certified 
-by a central and independent Board. 

“This meeting respectfully appeals to the Go- 
vernment to  afford facilities €or the consideration 
of a Nurses’ Registration Bill in the House of 
Commons at the earliest possible date.” 

11. 
“That in the opinion of this meeting a system 

of State Registration of Nurses, defining a minimum 
standard of training, t o  be followed by a central 
examination , conducted by an independent Board, 
would be of especial value to  nurses in the Poor 
Law Infirmary Training Schools who have hitherto 
laboured a t  an undeserved disadvantage. Such a 
measure would tend t o  attract to this most im- 
portant branch of the profession ;vel1 e‘ducated and 
suitable candidates, and mould do much t o  emure 
the proper nursine: of the sick poor in them in- 
stitutions.” Proposed by Miss E, C. Barton, 
Matron, Chelsea Infirmary, Xeconded ‘by Miss E. 
Todd, Matron, Wandsworth and Clapham Infir- 
mary.
