are hard and rough. At the same time, nurses 
have so constantly to put their hands in prepara- 
%ions which have the effect of roughening them 
that many will be glad to know of a preparation 
which is easily prepared for keeping them in good 
condition, An experienced private nurse sends us 
the following recipe :- 

An excellent preparation for keeping the hands 
soft and white is made by mixing 2 OB. glycerine, 
2 oz. toilet vinegar, p oz. rectified spirits of mine. 
Rose-water or Eau-de-cologne may be used instead 
of the toilet vinegar if preferred.
