It was 
founded in 1903, for the special purpose of 
bringing before all the members of the nursing 
profession the importance of the missionary 
enterprise, and the great opportunity which 
medical work affords for the extension of the 
Kingdom of God, and thus to arouse interest 
and secure offers of personal service for the 
foreign mission field. During the twelve years 
of its existence some 2,000 nurses have become 
members of the League. The majority of these 
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are in hospitals 
in all parts of 
England, Scot- 
land and Ireland, 
and the others are 
in private, district, 
and other work: 
210 have gone 
abroad as mis- 
sionaries.
