Great sorrow has been caused at King’s College
Hospital, Denmark Hill, by the news of the death,
of Sister Elise M. Kemp, of the Territorial Force
Nursing Service. Sister Kemp, who was trained
at King’s College Hospital, and afterwards pro-

she was killed instantaneously by the explosion
of a bomb.

tragic circumstances, of Sister E. K. Cooke,
RN, QAILMN.SR., who was Xkilled on
September.

At the time of her
death, Sister Cooke was attached to the 17th
General Hospital, where she had worked faithfully
for two years.
. As soon as the war broke out, she came from

the day following her death, in Fadra Cemetery,
and was attended by the Matron-in-Chief, .the
Commganding Officer and other Medical Officers,.

The coffin
was borne by officers to the grave side, and the
service ended with the ‘ Last Post.” Many
beautiful wreaths were placed on the coffin and
around the grave. '
