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RED CROSS CLINIC FOR RHEUMATISM.

On January Sth the Hon. Sir Arthur Stanley, chair-
man of the Joint Council (Red Cross Society and Order
of St. John), presided over a Christmas At Home at the
Clinic for Rheumatism, Peto Place, N.W,

In congratulating the matron and the staff on the
work of the past year, he said that the attendances
during the year were 86,629, which was about the same
as in the previous year. It was gratifying to note that
over 52 per cent. of the cases had either been completely
cured or very much improved.

It was the aim of the clinic to give men and women
treatment at hours which did not interfere with their
daily work. In this they had been successful, and 58
per cent. of the men and 48 per cent. of the women had
been able to carry on with their ordinary work each day
and also attend the clinic.

The Red Cross was making up the deficit of over
£3,500, but looked forward to the day when the clinic
would be self-supporting. The clinic contains appliances
and provision for practically every kind of bath, light,
and radial treatment that has proved beneficial.

INTERNATIONAL RED CROSS.

FIFTY NATIONS MEET IN PARIS.

Delegates from fifty national Red Cross Societies met
in Paris at the thirteenth session of the Board of Governors
of the League of Red Cross Societies. The Hon. Johi
Barton Payne, Chairman of the American Red Cross and
Chairman of the Board of Governors of the League, pre-
sided. The International Committee of the Red Cross
was yepresented by its President, M. Max Huber, the
British Red Cross Society by Sir Edward Stewart, X.B.E.,
Vice-Chairman of the Executive Committee.

Judge Payne and President Huber referred to the
agreement in the outlook of the two international bodies
of the Red Cross, the League and the Committee, and
emphasised the nobility of a task uniting throughout the
world 25 million men, women and children, of all nation-
alities without distinction of class, religion or opinion.

Mr. Ernest J. Swift, Secretary-General, presented &
report on the activities of the Secretariat of the League.
He drew attention particularly to the action of the League
on behalf of refugees, hygiene in the merchant marine, and
the appeal launched after the recent earthqualke in Greece.

Regional conferences have been planned to take placé
at Rio de Janeiro in 1933 (the third Pan-American Red
Cross Conference), at Prague on April 12th and 18th, 1933
(Central and Eastern European Red Cross Societies). The
fourteenth meeting of the Board of Governors of the
League will be held at Tokyo at the same time as the
fifteenth international Conference of the Red Cross in 1934

The Board approved the arrangéments made for the
continuation on a new footing of the advanced nursing
courses organised in London at the beginning of 1920.

The elections for the 1982-36 period resulted in the
continuance of the Hon. Judge John Barton Payne (United
States), as Chairman ; and the Marquis de Lillers (France)
Colonel P. Draudt (Germany), Mr. E. J. Conill (Caba),
and Mr. S, Yamanouchi (Japan), as Vice-Chairmen.
