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dred and one little things needful for the sick, which it
is impossible to ask the servant of the household, who
has already many people to attend to, to perform.
No doubt many ladies, thankful for the aid, would
gladly pay the small sum which is of course expected.
In such cases a Nurse by the week would not be re-
quired, ‘and there would, probably, be no room in the
house for her. But the system of daily visits described
by Miss Twining would supply a great want. It only
requires to be known to be extensively adopted, there-
fore full publicity should be given to it. As probably
few persons (comparatively), know that such timely
temporary Nursing aid is to be had, it appears to me
that it would be a benefit to the public if a notice or
advertisement of the ¢ District Nursing Association ”’
were placed in the Nursing Record, and in some other
widely-read paper.—I remain, Sir, yours truly,
VERITAS.
