A HOOD which the QUEEN herself 
had  knitted i n  red wool has  been 
presented  to  the  Royal  Berks Hos- 
pital  at  Reading,  through  the Berlts 
and  Bucks  Needlework  Guild.

Herbert C. Perrott, Bart., to be  Secretary ; and the 
Chapter  have  appointed  The IIon. Rlbert  Edward 
John  Henniker to be Assistant-Secretary  to  Sir 
Herbert  Perrott. 

‘J?m Prince of WALES, Princess CI-IRISTIAN, and 
the  lluchess of ALUANY have  expressed  their 
willingness to  co-operate i n  the  nlovelnent  which 
is on foot to mark the  appreciation of the great 
services which Sir I-Ienry ACLAND  has  rendered 
to Oxford and  to  the  country i t  large.  \Vith the 
closc of the  present year Sir  Henry ACIAXD will 
retire from the  liegius  Professorship of Medicike 
at  Osford, to which he was appointed i n  1858. 
I t  is believed that no memorial  could  take a  form 
more  acceptable  to Sir Henry ACLAND than a 
provision for the  increased usefulness o€ the  Sarah 
Acland Home for Nurses. The  work of this 
institution is cramped for want of mcans  to  obtain 
more suitable premises, and its income, orising 
almost wholly from subscriptions, is expended on 
the  district Nurses engaged  in  the service of the 
poor. It is proposed  to raise  a fund of about 
LIO,OOO to insure  the  extension of the work of the 
Home upon the present  lines.

that  the wonlcn’s operation ward at  the  Royal 
Hospital, Belfast,  has, through  the  munificent  kind- 
ness of  Mrs. I)UNVIT,LE, been  most  comfortably 
a n d  handsomely  furnished.  Mrs. L)UNVILIdE not 
only sanctioned  the  supply of the most modern 
and approved scientific  fittings,  doillg all at her 
o~ espense, but we understand she gave Professor 
I’,u121ts cm~tc-h/~znc/1c to  purchase  the very latest  im- 
provemcnts for the relief of suffering, thus mani- 
festing a lively synlpathy w i t h  patients who have 
no 111eans of procuring  aid  such  as  hcr  thoughtful 
generosity has supldied. ‘J’his is the second 
occasion on which she has shown her  interest  in 
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the wonxn’s department  at  the  Royal I-IospitaI. 
Some years ago  she  furnished  the roonls used by 
the extern patients, while at  the  same  time  Mr. 
DUNVILLE supplied new floors, nlattresses,  &C.,  to 
several of the large wards of the  Hospital. 111 the 
carrying out of all these  various  improvements a 
sum of between six and  seven  hundred  poundshas 
been expended. I n  appreciation of Mrs. DUN- 
VILLE’S kindness  the  Board of Management of the 
Royal  Hospital have, we understand,  passed a 
special  resolution  thanking  her,  and  proposing  that 
this thoroughly-equipped ward shall  be  designated 
in  future ‘‘ The Dunville  Ward.”  On  one of the 
walls of the room a slab has been  placed  stating, 
“This  ward was furnished by Mrs.  Dunville,  Red- 
burn, 1894.’’ The generous gift  was accompanied 
with the  kind wish that “ the ward would Le thc 
means of restoring many  poor  women  to health.”

showing the circunlstances  connected w i t h  the SUS- 
pension of Miss Pattison, a copy of the  duties of the 
Officers, the Medical Superintendent’s  Report BOO~C, 
the Infirmary Conlmittee Book, and letters from the 
Matron and Dr. Toogood to the Local Government 
Board were formally put in, as evidence. 

The duties of the Medical Superintendent were 
defined to be to govern and control all the officers, 
assistants,  and servants, in the Infirmary i n  conformity 
w i t h  the terms of a standing  order of the Local 
Government Board, and with the regulations pre- ’ 

scribed by the Guardians. 
The duties of the Matron were defined to  be to 

superlqtend  the whole of the Nursing staff and the 
Nursing arrangements, subject to the approval of the 
Medical Superintendent. 

Mr. Mott expressed the  regret of the  Guaralans that 
there shoulcl have been any necessity for the Local 
Government Board to hold an inquiry, ancl suggested 
that the investigation should  perhaps be limited to the 
letters written to the Board respectively by the  Matron 
and  the n/Iedical Superintendent.
