Aiss Ker.—It is impossible, of course, to say without try-
ing thie experiment, whether you would like asylum life after
being so many years in Hospital. We cannot, of course,
decide for you what only a fair trial of an Asylum can setile
to your satisfaction. Your best course would be to go on a
period of probation and see how you like it. We imagine

- the fact of your long and thorough Hospital training would
in itself be a strong recommendation to the authorities to
accept you in an Asylum.

Miss C. Wiitaker, Cloreton-in-Marsh.—We are sorry we
cannot give you any very definite information with regard to
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the Hospital Training Schools in California, and .the rules
and regulations, &c.  As your home is in the States, would
not your friends (especially as you live ¢ out West *’} be able
to get the information you require, and advise you better
than we have the knowledge and opportunity of doing? We
have visited the principal Hospitals in the Eastern part of the
United States, and are acquainted with the conditions per-
taining to their Training Schools, but we know little of the
Hospitals of California.
