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is brilliant, and  therefore,  though it  is  dazzling and  most 
attractive, it is not warm, and not, except  very 
occasionally,  human or I~ind.  Her wit is not beneficent. 
“ The  Herb-Moon” IS, nevertheless,  exceedingly 
entertaining  reading ; there  are  many  laughs in its 
priges, and  it  abounds in subtle humour. 

Here is a remark of Susan’s that  many  women- 
readers would do well to  inscribe  upon  the  tablets of 
their  memory :-

The  tale itself  is  not, I ven- 
ture to thilik,‘ qllite equal  to  the  average of Mrs. 
Graigie’s  previous performances ; the epigrams, on 
the  other  hand,  are as good as anything  she  has  yet 
given  to  the world in  print.
