T H E  HOME FOR LOST'AND STARVING.DOGS was  instituted  in 1860 to restore  lost  Dogs  to  their 
owners,  and to fi,nd suitable  homes  for  those  without  owners. During the year 1895 upwards of 25,000 

Dogs  and  Cats  were  brought  to  the  Home,  whilst  the  total  for  the  current  year will, owing to the  muzzling  order, 
considerably  exceed 40,000. Of these a large  proportion  were  either  restored  to  their  former  owners  or  sent to 
new homes. The  lives of those  only  for  which  homes  could  not  be  found,  the  diseased  and  worthless,  were 
taken in the LETHAL CHAMBER b y  a humane and painless  process. 

The MUZZLING ORDER has caused a great  strain upon the financial resources of the Home, causing 
' the Committee of Management grave anxiefy.
