The theoretical trammg has been rendered
more comprehensive. and more systematic ;
the time devoted to clinical instruction has
been better regulated ; and, at the same time,
the practical teachmg of nursing details has
been improved to a degree which causes equal
surprise and gratification. to "those who are
acquainted with'the methods.in vogue only
ten years ago.
