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rooms, laundry, food, etc., must be worse paid for her
skilled nursing of the sick of a district than a Scullery
Maid for washing dishes. I think if District Nurses
accept such salaries as quoted above they need defend-
ing against themselves, for how can they provide for
sickness and old age. Ithink a lowest standard salary
ought to be recognised for District Nursing as a lowest
standard fee seems t0 berecognised in Private Nursing
in the guinea per week. A District Nurse should not
receive less than £75 or 480 per annum. I need make
no remarks on the value of District Nursing, it is now
fully recognised.

It would be interesting to know the opinion of others
on this subject, and I trust some abler pen than mine
will take it up.

R. Hayward—We think the fact of your sister having
held the position you mention will be against her being
accepted as a probationer by many London training-schools,
but there are good training-schools in the country to which,
it would be no objection. 'We should advise you to apply
to the Matron of the General Hospital, Nottingham,and to
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the Matron of the Chesterfield and North  Derbyshire
Hospital. “How to be trained as a Hospital Nurse,” which
is obtainable from the Manager, NursiNG Recorp Office,
post free, 1s. 2d., would give you a good deal of information
on the subject of the various training-schools,

Mrs. P., Manchester.—The Nursing Directory may be
obtained from the Manager, Nursine Recorp Office, 11,
Adam Street, Strand. It is issued under the authority
of the Matrons’ Council, and the price is 5. It contains
much valuable information about the principal nurse-training
schools as well as Directories of Nurses in London, the

Private Nurse, London.—Messrs, Debenham and l'ree-
body, of Wigmore Street,; Cavendish Squave ; Messrs, Gar-
rould, of Edgware Road; and Messrs., Evans, of Oxford
Street, all make specialities of nurses’ uniforms, so that you
should have no difficulty in finding what you want,

Probationer, Leamington—Many of the country hospitals
give an excellent training. For instance, that of the Lincoln
County Hospital ranks very high, and nurses trained under
the able direction of Miss Beachceroft are always in demand.

Mrs. Thomas.—We cannot advise you to embark upon a
Nursing Home unless you have considerable capital to begin
with. The outgoings are enormous, and unless you have a
reserve fund upon which to draw, not only will you not
be likely to make your home a financial success, but you
will probably lose the little money which you do invest
in it. .

Perplexed—We should advise you to go to your Matron
and lay the facts before her. :

Hospital Nurse, London.—The Sir Julian Goldsmid Home
of Rest at Brighton would meet your need. The charges
are 17s.
