The  Duke of Fife,  speaking  at  the  opening of St. 
Mary’s Hospital  Bazaar,  said  that  it  was  useless  to 
disguise  the  fact  that  the  condition of London hospitals 
was  very  serious,  not  to  say  alarming. If the  hospitals 
were  not  supported  he  believed  that it would  be indis- 
pensable  some  day  to  place  them on the  rates, a 
momentous Change, and  one  which  he  personally \yo,uld 
deplore.

There  was  opened  at  the  Royal  Eye  Hospital,  St. 

George’s  Circus,  Southwarlr,  last week, a new  ward, 
called  the  Stock  Exchange  Ward.”  The  addition 
contains  seven  free  beds,  and  is  the  result of the 
donations  received at  the  recent  annual  banquet of the 
hospital,  presided  over  by Mr. W. M. Chinnery.  During 
last year  the  total  receipts  were ic;2,73g, while the ex- 
penditure  was A3,033. A balance  in  kand  at  the com- 
mencement of the  year  was  absorbed,  and a deficit 
of 42 remained,  but in order to keep  the  expenditure 
down, 14 beds  were closed. The  statistics  showed  that 
16,685 sufferers  from  eye  disease  or injury  were,reliev,qd 
during  these  twelve montb,c, the  cost  per  case  being 
only 3s. 8d. Professor  McHardy;  the  senior surgeon, 
said  it  was  particularly  gratifying  to  the council of the 
hospital  to  have  this  new  ward,  and  they  deeply 
appreciated  the  generosity of the  members of the 
Stock  Exchange. The  hospital  was  doing an excellent 
work. In  South  London, w i t h  its  ,population of 
1,554,84~,  there  were  available  but 986 free  hospital 
beds, as  compared  with  3,975 for .the 2,687,271 of 
population  north of the  riser, so that  there  was a 
proportional deficiency of‘frllly 1,300 free  beds for the 
poor  sufferers of South  Lbndon. 

’ Mr. John K. Hichens,  chairman of the Stnclc Ex- 
change,  in  declaring  the  ward  open,  said  this  institution 
deserved  special  support  owing to the  nature of its 
work. There  was 110 other affliction  which  befell 
Iymanity  that  enlisted so moch  sympathy  as  disease 
or  injury  to  the  eyes. He  had recently  to  decide 
whether  he  would  become  blind  or an imbecile. H e  
was  riding  in a train  with  his back to  the engine, and a 
doctor.  told  him  that  this  practice would  affect his 
mind,  and in time  he  would  become  an imbecile. On 
another  occasion  he  was facing the engine, and a 
different  doctor  informed  him  that  his  eyes  were  not 
used  to  see  objects in  such  rapid succession, and 
unless  he  rode  with  his  back  to  the engine, he  would 
become blind. He preferred  to  be  an imbecile rather 

than  lose  his  sight. At the conclusion of the ceremolly 
the  visitors  inspected  the,building. 

, The annual meeting ’of the  supporters of Frieden- 
heim Hospital, a home of peace for the dyiilg, Upper 
Avenue Road, South  Hampstead,  was held on Thursday 
in the hall at  .the School  for the Blind, a n  adjoining 
institution. Mr. J. Herbert  Tritton, chairman of the 
conncil ancl hon. treasurer of the institntiou,  presided. 
Friedenham  was founded by Miss F. M. Davidson, the 
hoa. superintendent, in  1885, at Mildmay, and  %vas, 
removed to  South  Hampstead in 1892. The  number 
of beds is forty-two. The  expeuditure for the past 
year  was ic;3,600, and  there is now a deficit of A3w. 
The chairman  explained that the word ‘I hospital ” had 
been  added to the title, because  it  was  found  that  the 
word  “Friedenheim ” by  itself  had ofien to  be trans- 
lated. He also explained that.  Friedenheim  was 
intended only for those in the  last  stages of illness, 
and  not  for chronic invalids. Dr. S. H. Habershon, 
Mr. Algernon C. P. Coote,  Canon Girdlestone,  and Dr. 
A. T. Schofield addressed  the  meeting,.and  urged  the 
necessity for  continued  and  increased  .support of the 
institution, which, since  its removal to  South  Hamp- 
stead,  had received 600 persons, of  whom MO had 
passed  away  in  the peaceful surroundings  the  hospital 
affords. The,great  need  at  present is the provision  of 
proper accommodation fr?r the nurseslm at  least &3,000 
being  required  to  carry  out  the w o r k  In addition  to 
the  gain  to  the nursing staff, their removal to  new 
quarters will set  free  some of the  rooms  now  occupied 
by  the  nurses for  the use of patients. -- 

At the  last  meeting of the  Society  for  the Abolition
