OUTLINE OF COURSES, I. 

PSYCIIOLOGY A.-Elements  of Psychology. (See 
Teachers College Announcement for 18gg-1g00, 

This course is intended to serve as an introduc- 
tion to studies in  Principles of Education  and 
Philosophy, and as a preparation for professional, 

'business, or every-day  life. While the text-book 
is used as a basis fo'r discussion, it is supplemented 
by occasional lectures, collateral reading, and 
essays. When practicable, experiments are 
employed to illustrate psychological truths, 
particularly the recent discoveries resulting 'from 
the introduction of the experimental method. 
The coarse consists of a study of the senses,  of 
attention, habit, memory, imagination, and reason- 
ing ; the purpose being to understand the 
workings of the mind, that one may be enabled 
to train  and strengthen it; and to work out 
principles and metho,ds of teaching that shall be 
in accordance with it. 

EDUCATION g.-Applications of Psychology in 
Teaching. (See Announcement, 'p. 5.) Discus- 
sions, critical study of texts, and collaterd 
reading. This course is connected with both 
the science and art o f  education: with the 
science so far as it is dependent upon the laws 
of mental development ; with the  art so. far as, 
it involves the a.pplication o f  these laws in 
observing, planning, and teaching a lesson. The 
special aim is  the development of a scientific 
method of the recitation and the application of 
the principles of method to individual st.udies and 
to  standard text-books. After each topic has 
been treated  in this way, its bearing upon teaching 
will be discussed at  length ; its relationship both 
to  the curriculum and to the methold of instruction 
being included. In  the last  part of the course' 
some time will be spent in actually planning 
recitations, the plans being controlled in detail by 
the principles which have been considered. 

HOSPITAL ECONOMICS I.-Observation and 
Practice in Teaching. Conferences and discus- 
sions following investigation of &ss methods ; 
the  preparation of lesson-plans and practice in 
teaching under supervision. 

HOSPITAL ECONOMICS 2.-HospiM and Train- 
ing-School Supervision and Management. The 
practical problems of hospital economics, Lectures, 
essays, and discussioas. Topics : I. Qualifications 
for superintendents of training school or hospital. 
2. Training-school organization and management. 
3 .  Organization of ward  work. 4. Instruction- 
(a) Uniform curriculum and (b)  grading of pupils. 
5. Ethics of nursing.
