Probationer.—The three thermometers most often in use
are Fahrenheit’s, Centigrade, and Réaumur. In this country
Fahrenheit's is almost universally tised. In this thermo-
meter freezing point is marked at 32°, and, the scale being
divided into 180 degrees between freezing and boiling
points, it follows that boiling point is 212°. These degrees
are purely arbitrary. In the Centigrade thermometer, other-
wise the thermometer of Celsius, freezing point is marked
at zero, and boiling pointis 100°. This thermometer is used
in France. In Réaumur’s thermometer, freezing point is
also at zero, but boiling point is 80%, Centigrade may be
converted to Fahrenheit by multiplying by nine and dividing
lf)y five; Réaumur by multiplying by nine and dividing by
our.
