After 
the first six 
m o n t h s   t h e  
pupils receive 
an allowance of 
t e n   m a r k s  
monthly, and, 
as full Sisters, 
they receive at  
first a salary of 
three  hundred 
marks, which 
is g r a d u a l l y  
i n c r e a s e d  to 
five hundred, 
in some  cases 
six hundred, a 
y e a r .   T h e y  

have also free board, lodging, and laundry. 
The Sisters have one free afternoon every 

week, and once in the year a vacation of three 
to  four weeks. 

There is no religious ,.test made. Victoria 
House receives pqils Gf varied communions. 
After fifteen  years' service, or sooner if ill- 
health has followed upon work, the Sister may 
claim a pension in accordance with the regulations.
