If after 
adding a little  phenolphthalein  the milk remains pink 
it  is  fresh, while if it  turns  white  it  is sour. 

THE CRYSTALBROOK MOTHERIZED  GERM-FREE 
MILK, Theydon Bois, Essex,  exhibited  the  products 
of the Crystalbroolr Jersey herd. It is noteworthy 
that  each cow  in this  herd  has successfully stood  the 
tuberculin test, and  the milk is always  tested  before 
it  leaves  the premises.
