(3.) From  and  after  the first day of January, 
one  thousand  nine  hundred and tzvo, every persoa 
who has attained the  age of twenty-th.re.e  years, 
and is certified as having had  three years' training 
as a nurse in, a hospital, together with systematic 
instruction in ,theolret.ical and  practical nursing 
from  the medical olfficer an.d fhe matron of that 
hospital (the matron,  herself being a certificated 
nurse), and who passes an examination frolm time 
to time held by examiners appointed  under this 
Act, is  entitled to  registration o n  paymenk of a 
fee 06 one pound. 
(4.) Every persoa is entitled to  registration, oa 

paymen,t of a fee of one poiunbd,  who! holds a, certi- 
ficate from  the m:edical  officer or authorities of 
any hospitd out of New Zedand recognised by 
the Minister under  any regulations under this 
Act. 

TRAINING NECESSARY. 
5. A certificate given after  the pasmsing of this

not: entitle  the  holder thereof to1 registration uniess 
a co'urse of at  1ea.st  t<wenty-five lectures has been 
delivered in that hospital in each of the  three 
years' residence  therein of the holder OS the certi- 
ficate, and unless the ma.tron olf the hospitaJ is 
herself a registered nurse. 

CERTIFICATE AND BADGE OF REGISTRATION. 
6. Wheu a nurse is duly registered she shall

FRAUDULENT r?GISTRATION. 
7.  Every person who procures herself to be  re- 

gistered under this Act by means ,of any false OQ 
fraudulent representation, ,or by the production 
OE any false certificate OB testimonial, is k b l e  to 
a penalty of j ive pounds, and  her name shall be 
erased from  the register. 

REGISTRATION MAY BE CANCELLED FOR 
MISCONDUCT. 

8. Any registered nurse who is convicted o,f 
any illclictable  offence, or  is proved tor be guilty 
Of miscouduc,t, is liable to1 have her name erased 
from  the register by order o'f the Golvemor in 
Council. 

' APPLICATI~N OB FEES, ETC. 
g. All fees and penalties received under  this 

Act shall be  paid  into  the  Publit Account  and 
form part of the Consolida,ted Fund, and all ex- 
penses of administering this  Act shall be paid 
Out of moaseys appropriated by Parliament for 
that purpose.

It is szdsfactory to learn that the statement 
which ne published last week a.s having been pre- 
sented by the Woxkhouse Infirmary Nursing Asso- 
ciation to  the  Local Government Board has been 
accepted by that body wi.itho[ut question. This 
is a great point gained, as the statement  is an 
entire condemnation ,of the present system. 

I t  has been felt  for long in nursing circles that 
the present conditions of service under  the  Poor 
Law in SVorl~house Infirmaries, are most unsatis- 
factory, and we have 110 hesitation in saying that 
this is  the reason for  the constant dearth of nurses 
in these institutions. 

The W,08rkhoase Nursing Infirmary Associa,tion 
has performed a much needed and valuable public 
service in memoridlising the Local Government 
Board. One suggestion we venture  to make 
which is that  the Associabion should strengthen 
its Colmmittee  by adding more  nurses to its num- 
ber. Their assistance woald be of the utmost 
value.
