You may 
have  excellent nursing qualifications, but  though  these  are, 
of course,  absolutely  essential, a knowledge of domestic 
economy is also requisite  in a Matron. It is not  right  that 
she should  obtain this  knowledge at  the  expense of an 
institution after  she  is appointed to  the Matronship, and 
most Committees take  this  view of the matter.
