DEAR MISS LEIGIi,-?iou have  misunderstood  my 
letter of the 9th. I did  not  ask for the removal of my 
name from the “ List of Midwives,” in  this year‘s issue 
of the  roll of members,  but I objected to  the  note 
which is to be placed  evidently at   the  head of the list, 
causing  the  public  to  understand  that  all ‘I Diplomas ” I 

are  to  be  understood  throughout  the  list  as  “Certifi- 
cates.” This  action on the  part of the  Associatiou 
thereby  deprives  the Midwives on the  list  who  had 
l‘Diplomas”  before 1895, of  that Diploma, since it 
must  be  considered  only  as a Certificate ; it   is  to  this 
action I object. 
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
