Sweetapple) i s  nom becoming recbgnised in  other 
Australian  States,  and  Melbourne  and Sydney 
have followed the example of’ Adelaide. .The  
last enquiry received by Dr. T. Borthwick, Medi- 
cal Officer of Health for Adelaide, as to the duties 
of  this nurse, was from the Secretary of the Cen- 
tral Board of Health of Tasmania, who, in  reply 
to  the information furnished, has  intimated his 
intention of endeavouring to obtain  the creation 
of a similar appointment in Tasmania. Women 
Inspectors  and Health Officers have been ap- 
pointed in Manchester, Birmingham, Glasgow, 
and  other cities in this country, but we believe 
that  to  Adelaide must be given the credit of  re. 
quiring the holder of  suCh a position to be a 
graduate ndrse.

The ward  is 
tiled  throughout  and  decorated with, beautiful  hand- 
painted  panels  (supplied by  Messrs.  Doultan’s) 
descriptive of  fairy tales and other  subjects of interest 
to  children. These panels have  been  given  by  .Mr. 
Stephen Holland as a memorial  to his daughter Lilian. 
The ward is constructed on the most  approved  prin- 
ciples,  with the object of avoiding  infection  and  the 
accumlation  of  germs ; all the corners are rounded off, 
and  all  the  doors are perfectly  flat. The ward  contains 
110 Wood, all the fittings  being of iron,  brass, or  tin. 
Even the children’s  bed tables are made  of  metal. 
The medical tables are constructed with’ plate-glass 
tops. Opening  out of the ward is a fine  balcony 
facing  the Thames) and  into this balcony the child- 
ren’s beds can  be  wheeled in fine weather. --
