Dr. Uorceeter on Dfetrfct 'Rurefng, 

Dr. Alfred  Worcester, of Waltham, Mass., in 
recomlmending at ,the recent graduating exercises 
by the New England Bapitist Hospital Training 
Sohool for Nurses, at, Boston, the inauguration 
of the disltrict  nursing  system,  ,said that he could 
never  begin to speak about distriot or any obher 
branch of nursing withoub  going back in his own 
mind to. the beginning of the nursing  vocation. 

We have," he maintained, "such a clear date 
for it., The women  who  walked in the actual 
footsteps of the Master, who heard Hsim preach, 
who  saw HBs infinitely tender relationship with 
the sick and suffering, after His crucifixion felt it 
to be their duty to be nurses.  While the men 
preached, they thus practised what the Master 
taught, and these early Deaconesses in  the Chris- 
tian Church must, I think, have htad as much to 
do with the spread of the Christian religion as 
the preachers who taught from bhe pulpit." 

Dr. Worcester  went on to express his opinion 
that the Deaconness Orders which  flourished in 
the early Chrisfiian ages had probably been sup- 
plansted by instittutions  'solely  devoted  to the pro- 
fession of nursing for the same rewon that led to 
the separation of the medica! from the clerical 
profession. " We should hardly," he continued, 
" want to go back to the time when  bhe mini~ster 
and doctor were one and the same.  Nursing is 
now the vocation of woman, instead of the avoca- 
tion. The old Dewmesses nurses felt that their 
most important work  was to preach, and that nurs- 
ing was a secondary  duty. Now the world feels 
that nursing is qui,te  enough of a profession for 
any woman  to be primarily and wholly dedicated 
to." 
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
