Unlike the method adopted at previous Censuses, when the Occupations of the people
of England and Wales were published in one Volume, and at a late period after the taking
of the Census, the authorities have created a new departure this time by publishing the
results of the Census, taken jus& a year ago, in County sections. -The first occupationak
results to appear are those relating to the Administrative County of London, which comprises
the City'of Londop, together with the twenty-eight Metropolitan Boroughs constituted under
the London Government Act of 1899, The figures given showing the number of persons engaged
