Superintendent.—-We are of opinion that an incubator
should always form part. of the furniture of a Maternity .
Home, as for very premature children it is generally
believed that the best chance they have of life is
to be nursed in incubators for a time. Personally, we
have not seen any very good results from its use.
In  nursing an “incubator baby” the utmost care
is. necessary. Its life, as a rule, hangs on a thread,
and the chief points are to keep it warm and clean, I‘he
temperature of the incubator must be maintained at an even
heat, and the ventilation carefully regulated, In this con-
nection it is well to-avoid raising the lid of the incubator
oftener than is absolutely necessary, as some change in the
temperature is bound to take place, and more harm than
good may be done if the utmost care is not taken.
The infant should riot be dressed, but should be wrapped
in cotton wool, each limb bemg separately swathed.
A point not always remembered in regard to premature
infants is that their stomachs being more undeveloped than
those of normal infants their food must be more diluted,
and should also be peptonized. Medical instructions should
of course be asked for, but often the feeding of an infant is

_left to the discretion of a nurse’in whom the medical

attendant has confidence.
