Nurses’ Association, of which Miss McGahey, Matron 
of the  Prince Alfred Hospit,al, Sydney, and hon. 
member of the Matrons’ Council, is Hon. Secretary, 
affords most encouraging evidehce of the progress of 
nursing orgaqisation +nd nusB training in Austral- 
a m .  

!l!he same may be said of the Victorian Trained 
Nurses’ Association, which has established a basis for 
uniform and reciprocal action with the Australasian 
Association. The Council’ of this Association, which 

states  that  the movement for establishing a uniform 
system of training, examination, and registration of 
nurses has been successfully inaugurated  apd  accepted 
throughout the country as well as by the metropolie, 
has  instituted an examination in nursing, hhe success- 
ful passing of which  will, after 1905, be tbe only test 
accepted by the Council as qualifying for ‘registration 
by the Association. The examination ylill be both 
written  and practical, by a conjoint board of medical 
and nursing examiners. For the ensuing twelve 
months the -Council has appointed as nursing ex- 
aminers Miss Amy Burleigh, Matron of the Mel- 
bourne Hospital, a member of the Matrons’ Council, 
and Miss Ayres, i\latron of th0 Alfred Hqspital, 
Melbourne. 

It will be remenlbered’that last year another of our 
hon. members, Mrs. Grace Neill, was actively in- 
strumental’  in obtaining the -passage of an Act of 
Parliament providing for the registration of trained 
nurses in New  Ze+land. 

There is cause for gratification that our members in 
these countries should be  taking so prominent a p a t  
in  the  better organisation. of  tine nursing profession, 
and the improved education of its members. 

ORGANISATION m THE UNITED STATES. 
In  the United States  the organisation of the 

Anlerican Federation of Nurses, composed of two 
societies, the American Society of Superintendents of 
Training Schools for ‘Nurses and the Trained Nurses’ 
Associated  Alumnre, is now  complete. Through its 
medium American nurses have been admitted to 
membership of the National Council of Women of th’e 
Unit,ed States, and a t .  this year’s meeting of .the 
Council, held at Washington, the  President of the 
American Federation, Miss Nutting,.  Superintebdent 
of the  Johns Hopkins  Hospital, Baltimore, presented 
a report describing the formation and aims of the 
Federation.
