THE OPEN-AIR TREATMENT OF CON-
SUMPTION.

" A case of considerable interest and 1mp01tance_
was heard 'by Mr. Justice Farwell, in which Earl
De la Warr blounrht an action anamst Dr. Wills, of
Bexhil, to restram him from carrying on a, private
hosp1ta1 for diseases of the chest at Marine Man-
sions in such a way as to be a nuisance to persons
and.in breach-of

to the defendant,.

The plaintiff pleaded that prior to ilie grant o
1he lease to Dr. Wills in 1900 the hospital was con-
ducted. in a way which gave no legitimate cause for
complaint, Since then a new system of txeatmg
the patlents had been adopted, the windows in
the “front  ~of the house removed, and "the
balconies converted into residences for their recep-
tion both night and day, where they reclined .on
beds fully exposed to view. The front was
bnllla,ntly hghted with. electric light, and people
passing. stopped to ses what was going on. . The
plaintiff alleged that as a consequence his property
had. greatly depreciated in value, and the rents of

’

adjoining houses were reduced as a result.
One witness called stated that he had seen
patients lying on beds on the balconies from the
