Now the moral of this for trained nurses is 
perfectly  plaill. If Nursing  is t o  be a professioll 
progressing on professional lines, nurses must 
be governed  solely by professional  people, who 
are  practicilly acquainted with the conditions

the wants and wishes of nurses.  And if nurses 
ake to  have  professional self-gyernment,  they 
'must,  like every other profession, be prepared 
. t o  pa.y the entire expenses  themselves. There 
would not be the slightest difficulty in this. 
We calculate that  thcre are at least 80,000 

,nurses  in  the  United Kingdom, and a small 
payment by each  mould  be amplr. sufficient. 
And to  gain the immense benefits of registra- 
tion, we are confident that nurses would be 
perfectly willing to meet that conlpmatively 
small  expense.

HIGH MORTALITY  IN  MILITARY HOSPITALS. 

The Army  Medical Department Report for 
1900, Tirhich has been issued as a Blue Rook, 
shows that  the average strength of European 
troops serving at home and abroad (exclusive 
of South Bfrica) in 1900 was 226,276 warrant 
officers,  non-commissioned  officers and men, 
The  total number of admissions to hospital 
was 187,254, and the totttl deaths 2,242. The 
admissions represent a ratio of S2?7 per 1,000 
of strength as above ; the deaths one of 9.05 
per 1,000, on a strength of 247,819, which 
includes detached men not shown in  the returns 
received. Amongst the troops serving in thc 
United Eingdom the admission ancl constantly- 
sick were  lower and the mortality rate higher 
than  in 188!1. As regards zymotic  digeases, 0111~ 
one case of small-pox  occurred,but the admission 
rate for eruptive fevers gcaerally mas higher 
than  in  the previous year, and d s o  higher than 
the average rate. Influenza was again very 
prevalent, causing 4,125 admissions, as com- 
parcd with 2,680 in 1899 and 1,515 in 1S98. 

. There were 1 7 1  admissions  for and 44 deaths 
from enteric fever, scl that over a quarter of 
the cases  died-or one out  of every four patients 
admitted,  an appalling rcturn  in these days, 
when by good uursing the deaths from enteric 
fever  can be rtxlnccd to  4 instead of 25 p! 
cent. Tlze~e was , cousitlcrnlde  1)rcvalence of, 
with lnortality from, p1lwnumia~, and this has 
been generally attribntecl to thu condition o f
