H!jgieiie. 
The course in hygiene is oE a thoroughly prac- 

tical natnre, including the cara of the body, the 
organisation an1 care of the house, heating and 
ventilation, water-supply and drainage, plumbing, 
lighting, sanitation oE dwellings and hospitals. TWO 
hours a week ara given to physical training in the 
gymnasium. 

Bacteiiology . 
The subject of bacteriology is dealt with chiefly 

i-n its. normal, and sanitary relations. The course 
includes the examination of air, mater, ice, and% 
milk; the principles of sand filtration and the 
testing of the efficiency of filters ; the preparation of 
culture media and the determination of species ; 
sterilisation, disinfectants, and antiseptics. 

Doiiiestic Xcience and lhoizontics. 
The instruction in domestic science includes the 

following coiirses :-1, Instruction in the composi- 
tion and dietetic value of food materials. The 
lessons are arranged in  logical order, and each prin- 
ciple is illustratcd by the preparation of simple 
dishes. Tne object of the course is the preparation 
of food in the most digestible and appetising forms. 
2. The preparation of more complicated dishes than 
are included in the first course. Lessons Hmarket- 
ing and carving, and practical demonstration in the 
cutting of meats. 3. Invalid cookery, including 
the preparation of food suitable for the sick-room. 

' 

The scientific equipment of the institute as to 
laboratories, school-kitchcns, and class-rooms is un- 
surpassed. Xverything necessary for the scientific 
hstruction as well as for the practical training of 
the students is provided. 

. GPMNASIUN. . 
The gyninasinni is a large, airy room, completely 

equippel in accordance with the requirements of the 
Swedish systeni.of physical training and with dress- 
ing-rooms and bath-rooms supplied with hot and cold 
water. All the training is conducted under the 
immediate supervision of the director,

The library, which. contains 30,000 voluines, is 

well supplied vith books bearing upon the special 
'work of the cowse.

CENTRAL EXAMINATIONS.

Trained Nurses' Association, was held at the Mel- 
bourne Hospital and two country centres--i.e., 
Ballarat and Bendigo-June 10bh and l l th,  1903.
