At the end of the first six months and at the 
close of the first and the second years pupils are 
examined on their practical work and on the subjects 
they have studied during those respective terms. 

At  the end of the third year the final examioa- 
tion for graduation is conducted by thc Examining 
Committee. 

A diploma, under the seal of Harper Hospital, 
and a goId badge are given to each pupil who succesE- 
fully completes the full course of study and practice. 

The Training-School Committee reserve the right 
to recall the badge from any graduate who, in tllcir 
opinion, shall in any way or at any time bring dis- 
credit upon herself, the profession, or the School.
