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borough, or some other fishing station in  the north 
of England, until they go to Lowestoft and Yar- 
mouth in October, Printed cards, with names and 
addresses of the different dispensaries a t  the fishing 
stations in Scotland and England, are given to them 
~vlien they leave Aberdeen, so that they may be 
sure of friendly help wherever they are sent. They go 
about in crews ” of three--two to prepare the fish, 
and one t o  pack; and they are generally fir111 
friends, and very loyal to  one another, hailing, as 
they do, from the same place, probably some remote 
Ppot in the Northern Highlands. They. have a 
good deal of characteq and this makes thc work 
amongst them extremely intcresting. The majority 
are Highlanders, but some coino from English sea- 
ports, .and the fiahermcn are from all parts. 

Though the dispensary is principally used by  the 
girls, the fishermen also avail themselves of it, as 
they are subject to  a kind of carbuncle 01’ sea boil 
which causes much suffering. I t  is sometimes only 
possible to  apply one dressing before the boats have 
t o  go off again, bdt material is supplied and the men 
are instructed. how to  carry out some simple treat- 
ment for themselves or to get a kindly ‘+ chum ” to 
do it for them. It is wonderful to note how handy 
and slrilful some of thein are, having learnt by 
experience to be quick a t  iiiiprovising ways and 
means. A doctor, who came to the dispensary one 
year with the intention of giving weekly lectures on 
first aid to the injured, began by showing the men 
how to restore aniination to the apparently drowned. 
They listeiied and matclieil wit.11 niucli attention, and 
at the close of tlie demonstrations said, ‘‘ Veiy good, 
sir. Now sliall we sliow you how we do i t?” And 
their method proved as effectual, if lew scientific, 
than the doctor’s. Some of tlie Irish Failors are 
very amusing in  their comments on the dispensaiay. 
One of them, coming in with a very bad hand, was 
aslrcd why he had not applied for lielp sooner, and 
replied that he ha3  not l i ead  of the place until n 
friend liad told liiin L(‘ there was a woman round the 
corner who could cute any mortal thing.” T l i ~  
nurses’ own view of their powers is a niore modest 
one, but there is no doubt that the work done under 
the auspices of the Mission to  Fisher Folk meets a 
very real need. 

A trained nui*se is now a t  the Sir Kenneth S. 
~9acICeiizie lleniorial Nnrses’ Il[ome, Conon-Bridge, 
Roes-shiw, available to  go to any part of the county 
to attend all non-infectious cases. She has been 
p h e d  there through the kinduess of Lady >lac- 
Renzie, of Gairloch, who takes a deep interest in 
the Home, and desires that the nurse residing in it 
should benefit as wide an  area as possible. The 
services of the two nurses already in  the Home for 
attendance on iiifectious cases are, we learn, largcly 
taken advantage of j indeed, it is seldom that the 
services of well-trdind nurses are not appreciated.

BROU A BOARD .ROOBI XIRROR. 

On Mondav. October 26th. a t  tlireo 
o’cloclr, the Duchess of Albany, who 
is the President of the Ladies’ General 
Committee, will lay the first stone of 
the new buildings of the Royal Hospi- 
tal for Children and Women, in 
Waterloo Bridge Road. The Lord 
Mayor, as Preeident of the institu- 
tion, is issuing the invitations for the 
ceremony, and the Lady Mayoress is 
making a collection towards the purse 

qrhich 8118, like other members of the Ladies’ Com- 
mittee, will present to the Duchess of Albany towards 
the building fund. The annual cost of the institution 
is about $10,003. The building will contain about 
200 bcds for &-patients, and provision for the attend- 
ance of 150 out-patients daily. The total cost of the 
new hospital is estimated a t  3350,000. 

At Tottenham Police-court the Tottenham Hospital 
authorities hare again been summoned for the non- 
payment of rates amounting to  $110 8s. 4d. Mr. F. 
Armitage, who appeared for the defence, pleaded that 
the institution was greatly in need of funds, this being 
the. reason why the demands of the local authorities 
had not bcen met. The hospital had been further 
burdened in consequence of the large increase in the 
assessment of the buildings. The magistrate expressed 
rcgret that the hospital shonld be in such a position, 
and, while making the usual order, estcndcd the time 
for payment up to December 31st. - 

The Governing Body of the Hospihl Saturdny 
Fund, of which Sir Savile Crossley, M.P., is chuir- 
man, havc fixed Saturday, October loth, as the date 
of their thirtieth annual special collection in aid of 
the niedicnl charities of London. The ordinary weekly 
collection in the industrial and other establishments, 
however, which constitutes tho main source of the 
fund, will be continued until the end of the year. 
The total income for 1902 reached 823,671. Since 
the foundation of the movement the sum of $325,053 
has been collected and distributed amongst the hos- 
pitals and dispensaries. 

I n  accordincc with a rcsolution passed a t  a special 
nicetiny of the board of delegates of the Hospital 
Saturday Bund, recognising the desirability of an 
effort being made to  increase the accommodation for 
persons sufferiug from tuberculosis in London and the 
suhurby, U representativc committee is being formed 
of all organisations of the worlrers in London who are 
interested in the matter, with 8 view of considering 
the advisability of providing sanatoria within easy 
reach of London for the reception of tuberculous 
patients ‘( on terms t$t would be within the means 
of the working classes.
