'The annual meeting of the National Council'of 
Women of Great Britain and Ireland, which is the 
governing body of the National Union of 'Women 
Workers, and is affiliated to the Tnternational Council 
of Women, was. held in the Princess Hall of the 
Ladies' College, Cheltenham, on TTednesday, the 4t4 
inst.
