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In reply to a question asked by the Council, the 
Conjoint Board is of the opinion that a candidate who 
passes in the written examinations, but fails in the 
practical (or vice uersd), should be obliged to  pass in 
both written and practical at any subsequent examina- 
tion she may enter for.

At a meeting of the Central Midwives’ Board, 

Dr. F. H. Champneys in the chair, held at the Board 
Room, 6, Suffolk Street, S.W., on November 26th, 
the following business was transacted :- 

1. Letters were read from the Clerk of the 
Worcestershire County Council and the Medical 
Officer of Health for the County Borough of 
Croydon, inquiring whether illiterate women, un- 
able to sign their.own names, were eligible for 
enrolment as midwives under the Midwives’ Act. 

The Secretary was instructed to reply khat, in 
the opinion of the Board, the expreas terms of 
Section 2 of the Act gave the Board no option In 
refuse an application from an illiterate woman other- 
wise qualified under the section. 

2. In the case of a claim for enrolment on the 
ground of having been in bond-..de practice for the 
statutory period within the Commonwealth of 
Australia, the Board decided that ay there was 
nothing in the Act to limit the area of practice to 
the United Eingdom, the claim might be admitted 
if otherwise eligible. 

3. The following matters were, after discussion, 
referred to the Standing Committee for consideration
