Deaf ano Dumb . Elgsociation,

The eighth biennial congress of the British Deaf
and Dumb Association was opened at St. Saviour’s
Church, Oxford Street, on Tuesday. The Rev. W.
Blomefield Sleight, the president, took the chair, A
resolution was passed declaring that no single method
of instruction was sufficient for the development of
the deaf and dumb; that a large proportion of
the deaf lack the capacity to acquire lip-reading
successfully ; that a. judicious use of the sign lan-
guage and manual alphabet was of great benefit in
the education of the deaf; and that the rejection

of these exerted a narrowing influence on their in-

tellectual development ; and it was asked that in
any schemes which mlohb be considered by the
Board of "Education, elther in reference to the
primary or higher education of the deaf and dumb,
these views might receive consideration.
