“The cupricula of the training-schoals gpplying
for registration .show  that ,the practice of sending
out,pupils to earn money for the hospital is enfirely
obsolete .among those of the highest grade, and it
would seem only just that some restriction should
‘be placed upon those hospitals still following the
custom, which are asking for the same recognition
for their training-schools,”

“ Such instruction can be easily given in the
Nurses’ Home by the superintendent of nurses or a
nurge delegated by her. Instruction in these frst
simple principles cannot be given uniformly in the
rush ahd pressure of the work of the busy ward.
It demands no additional service or expense on the
part of ;the hospital, and is looking fowards the
idea of preliminary training, which is rapidly gain-
ing favour in the schools of the higher grades.

“The Board further recommends that in place of
the elaborate system of lectures, given gratuitously
by members of the medical staff, training-schools
shall be advised to adopt the more advanced method
of instruction by teaching the same gubjects’ in
smaller classes by competent .teachers, and Ty
clinical demonstration in small classes by members
of the medical staff.”

These recommendations were adoptéd by the
Regents, and ‘the registration of ‘training-schools
began ab,once. At a later meefing it was decitled
that ¢ for registration a nurses’ training-school milst
be connected with a hospital (or sanitarium).having
not.less than .twenty-five beds, and the number of
beds must -be from two to.four times the number of
students in the school, depending on ‘the character
of the hospital's facilities foi .private or ward
practice.” o

For some months after submitting the above
recommendations the registration of each training-
school was decided by the Board of Examiners,
Later it was conceived to be the prerogative of the

‘Regents of the University, and since June 10th,
'1904, the training-schools applying for registration

have been inspected by one of ‘the authorised in-
spegtors of the University, and the State Kduca-
tional Department has assumed all responsibility of

schaol registration except in certain instances where

the opinion of the Board has been requested.

The report then deals with examinafions, &e.,
and the list is also given of all the schocls which
have been approved and registered by the Board of
Nurse Examiners, and by the Regents of the
University.

IN SCOTLAND.

Our readers will be glad to learn that the Mana-
gers of the Royal Infirmary, Edinburgh, have unani-
mously resolved to intimate their approval of the
principle of State Registration of Trained Nurses
without in any way committing themselves to any
particular Bill on the subject, and to petition in its
favour, -Itis very satisfactory that the Managers
of the principal hospital of Scotland’s capital-have
adopted this course. ~We hope many others will
do likewise. , ' ,
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
